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[bookmark: _GoBack]Stefano Brogi is a full professor of History of Philosophy (M-FIL/06) at the University of Siena in the Department of Social, Political and Cognitive Studies. He studied at the University of Florence, where he graduated in Philosophy in 1990 under the guidance of Paolo Rossi Monti, and at the University of Perugia, where he obtained his PhD in Philosophy of Religion under the guidance of Mario Micheletti. He was subsequently a research fellow at the University of Siena, where he became a tenured researcher in 2002 and an associate professor in 2017. He has spent periods of study in Paris, Naples and Brussels at prestigious academic and cultural institutions. 
He has held many different teaching positions at the University of Siena, where he currently teaches History of Philosophy and Contemporary Philosophy for the Master's Degree in History and Philosophy, History of the Philosophy of Education for the Bachelor's Degree in Education and Training Sciences, and Philosophy of Work and Organizations for the Master's Degree in Education Sciences and Pedagogical Consultancy for Organizations. For many years, he was a member of doctoral colleges in Philosophy and History of Science at the Universities of Florence and Pisa, and for several years he has been a member of the doctoral college in Learning and Innovation in Social and Work Contexts at the University of Siena. He has held various positions in teaching management, quality assurance and other university activities (particularly with regard to the Third Mission). 
He has published five monographs, two scientific editions and a considerable number of articles in journals and books in Italy and abroad. He has edited or co-edited several collected works. He has participated as a speaker at numerous conferences at Italian and foreign universities and scientific societies. He is a member of the Italian Philosophical Society, the Italian Society for the History of Philosophy and the International Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies. He has participated in several research projects of national and international interest. His areas of research include in particular: 
1) the relationship between atheism and religion in modern philosophy; 
2) the philosophical and religious thought of Pierre Bayle; 
3) the Arminian and Socinian traditions in the 17th and 18th centuries; 
4) the history of theodicy from antiquity to the 20th century; 
5) the relationship between ethics and materialism in the philosophy of the Enlightenment and in Leopardi; 
6) the idea of work in the modern and contemporary age; 
7) the philosophy of education in contemporary debate.
